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DESCRIPTION OF ALTERNATIVES
The following describes each of the access alternatives studied herein.

Nashua Road Access Option

Under the Nashua Road Access Option, the following roadway and intersection improvements are
‘required to achieve the project’s goal of improving access/egress for the high school /middle school
site:

*  Widening to provide an additional eastbound through lane on NH Route 101 from the lane drop
just east of Wallace Road to a point approximately 300 feet east of the Meetinghouse Road
intersection will be constructed. The eastbound approach on NH Route 101 at the intersection of
Nashua Road will provide a through lane and a shared through/right-turn lane.

* The westbound approach on NH Route 101 at the intersection of Nashua Road will provide a
left-turn lane and a through lane.

= The northbound approach on Nashua Road at the intersection of NH Route 101 will be widened
to provide separate left and right-turn lanes.

*  Bell Hill Road will be restricted to the right-in movement only from NH Route 101 westbound.
Bell Hill Road will be restricted to a one-way facility heading northbound from NH Route 101 to
the first westerly driveway just south of North AmherstRoad.

* A signal will be installed at the Nashua Road intersection and the existing signal at
Meetinghouse Road will be modified to accommodate the additional eastbound through lane.

* A secondary emergency access drive will be provided via a gated extension of Chestnut Drive to
the rear of the school site. Chestnut Drive will need to be widened in some locations to
accommodate emergency vehicles and buses.

Wallace Road Access Option
The Wallace Road Access Option calls for the following roadway and intersection improvements:

* A new site driveway will be constructed extending from the rear of the site to Wallace Road.
This driveway will require the construction of a new bridge approximately 165 feet in length in
order to cross Riddle Brook located west of the schools site.

* A new unsignalized intersection will be constructed on Wallace Road at the location of the new
site driveway approximately 800 feet south of NH Route 101. The southbound approach on
Wallace Road at the school driveway will provide a left-turn lane and a through lane while the
northbound approach will provide a shared through/right-turn lane. The westbound approach
from the school driveway will provide separate left and right-turn lanes. Vehicles exiting the
school driveway will be stop controlled.

*  Minor widening and re-striping will be required on the Wallace Road southbound approach to
the NH Route 101 intersection to provide a separate left-turn lane, a through lane, and a short
right-turn lane. The Wallace Road northbound approach will also be re-striped to provide a left-
turn lane and a through/right-turn lane.

* The existing traffic signal at NH Route 101 and Wallace Road will be upgraded to accommodate
the modified geometrics and to provide protected left-turn phases from Wallace Road.
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
