Through the use of 
Lego Mindstorms NXT, we will discover how to use simple and complex machines to solve 
problems. You will start by becoming familiar with the Lego systems and the programming 
software. From there you will be challenged to use teamwork to solve problems by designing, 
building, and programming your solutions. Our challenges are designed to raise the studentsÕ 
awareness of engineering and design within a fun and supportive environment.
